	[bookmark: _GoBack]Activities to do with your child at home to support learning:
· Explore and talk about the local area around where you live. What are some of the main trees/plants growing there? What wildlife can you spot? What is the weather like?
· Use paper or electronic maps to explore short, familiar routes with your child. Can you find familiar landmarks (e.g. school, supermarket, sport’s field etc.) on local maps?
· Encourage your child to draw simple maps of short, familiar routes e.g. to school.
· Explore pictures/video clips online of the United Kingdom. Look at and discuss some of the different landscapes found there e.g. cities, rural villages, coasts, mountains etc. What do you think the weather is like there? What wildlife can you see?
· Explore pictures/video clips online of places in Africa. Look at and discuss some of the different landscapes found there e.g. cities, rural villages, coasts, mountains etc. What do you think the weather is like there? What wildlife can you see?
· If you know anyone who has visited any part of Africa, ask them if they have any photos about where they visited and what it was like there that they could share with you. Do they have any photos they could share?
· Talk about any trips you have made together to different parts of the country/world. What things were different there? What things were the same or similar?
· Use maps, atlases and globes at home to explore the United Kingdom and its position in the world in relation to other countries you have visited/have links to. (These could be accessed online or via local libraries which are free to join!)
· Discuss which parts of Africa you would like to visit the most and why.
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
