	Matching Activities:
· Sort a collection of socks, gloves, shoes into matching pairs
· Play matching card games like Snap
· Play dominoes to recognise matching numbers
· Use construction sets like Duplo/ Lego to build 2 identical towers/models

	Sorting Activities:
· Provide a collection of loose parts like buttons, beads, shells, leaves, toy animals, toy vehicles etc. Encourage the children to sort the items one way (e.g. by colour) then explore different ways they can be sorted (e.g. by size)
