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[image: ]circle – a flat shape with one curved side 
triangle – a flat shape with 3 straight sides 
curved – not straight

Activities:
· Go on a shape hunt to find circles and triangles inside and outside.
· Make different sized triangles using sticks/straws/dried spaghetti – would it be easy to make circles with these materials? Why/why not?
· Use playdough to make circles and triangles – keep discussing the sides and naming them.
· Use triangles and circle pictures to make repeating patterns

Children learn that circles have one curved side and
triangles have 3 straight sides. They begin to
recognise these shapes on everyday items in the
classroom and outside. Encourage the children to
build their own circles and triangles.

It is important to show a variety of different sized
circles and triangles in different orientations and with
sides of different lengths.
