1 more and 1 less:
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	Activities to support learning at home:

· Continue to sing and explore counting songs and rhymes e.g. Five Little Ducks Went Swimming One Day, Five Currant Buns in a Baker’s Shop, Five Little Speckled Frogs etc. Encourage the children use a 5 frame to show how the quantity changes by 1 more or 1 less each time.
· Read the traditional tales, The Enormous Turnip and The Gingerbread Man. Talk about the counting pattern where 1 more character joins in to help pull the turnip/chase the Gingerbread man. Encourage the children to use a 5 frame to show this as the stories are being read.
· Say a number 1-5 to the children and ask them to show you that number on their fingers. Then ask them to show you 1 more/1 less.
· Use blocks to make a tower. Ask the children to make a tower with 1 more/1 less.
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Guidance
Children continue to count, subitise and compare as
they explore one more and one less. Encourage
children to use a five frame to represent numbers and
to predict how many there will be if they add one
more or take one away. Prompt children to see the
link between counting forwards and the one more
pattern and counting back and the one less pattern.
There are many books and rhymes to support one
more and one less.
